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Rationale 

 
Law Enforcement officers are required to respond to random acts 
of extreme violence and to end the violence in the timeliest 
manner possible. 
 
Some of the most extreme acts of violence are referred to as, 
“Active Shooters” or “Active Killers.” The response to this situation 
has evolved to an Immediate Intervention model known as, 
Immediate Response Deployment. 
 
In order to accomplish this extremely difficult task Law 
Enforcement Officers need to be taught the most appropriate 
response to these incidents. 
 
This training is crucial to minimize death and injury to the public, 
Law Enforcement Officers, and the suspect(s)
